International internship program

pes de recherche a I’étranger.

Un nouveau concours a été annoncé pour 2010-2013, pour lequel
quatre bourses sont mises a la disponibilité des étudiants du CRMAA. Une
seule bourse a été demandée et octroyée a Ori Gidron de I'Institut Weiz-
mann des Sciences (Tel-Aviv, Isra€l), comme étudiant étranger. Il effectuera
un stage de deux mois cet été dans le laboratoire du Professeur Perepichka.
Le CRMAA dispose encore de trois bourses a octroyer. Les personnes inté-
ressées sont invitées a consulter les reglements du concours.

Four such internships were awarded to CSACS students in 2008-
2010, who worked in research teams abroad, for period ranging from 2 to 12
months.

Four more scholarships are available for CSACS students in 2010-
2013. One was already awarded to Ori Gidron from Weizmann Institute of
Science (Tel-Aviv, Israel) who will be working in Prof. Perepichka lab for
Dr. Jay S. Siegel two months this summer. CSACS still has three scholarships to be granted.

Results: Summer undergraduate research scholarships

Initié en 2005, le programme prend en charge de 5 a 8 étudiants de
premier cycle d'été (~ 4000 $ par éleve) qui travailleront sur des projets de
recherche communs entre les membres du CRMAA. Les objectifs du pro-
gramme consistent a exposer les étudiants de premier cycle a la recherche
du CMRAA ainsi que de favoriser les contacts entre les groupes de recher-
che. Ces stages sont de plus en plus populaires chaque année. Cette année,
nous avons recu un nombre record de 16 demandes.

Initiated in 20035, the program supports 5 to 8 undergraduate sum-
mer students (~ $4K per student) who will work on joint research projects
between CSACS members. The goals of the program are to expose under-
graduate students to CSACS research as well as to promote contacts be-
tween research groups. Getting more and more popular every year, this year
we have received a record of 16 applications.
